Last fall, two supervisors felt like
Major League baseball players when
they found out they had been traded
between companies. Dave
Carmichael, a 35-year veteran of John
Deere and Tim Draime, a Timken
manager, were surprised to learn of the
two-month trade. “Trading jobs wasn’t
that much of a stretch. Our two indus-
tries are very similar. You take a piece
of steel and make something,” says

Dave Carmichael.
Dave was assigned to work at the

Timken Gambrinus Industrial facility
during a critical time.  They were plan-
ning to bring in more machines from
the Columbus Railroad Bearing Plant,
which discontinued operations at the
end of October. Obviously, the
Gambrinus facility had to make room
for new machines in a hurry, so the
facility moved the machine shop

machinery, green machines, and
finishing machines. Dave, or “The John
Deere guy,” as he was called by his
Timken associates, was impressed
with the speed and organization of the
process. “We moved more than 60
machines in one month!  It was inter-
esting, exciting, and challenging.
There was no procrastinating.  Quick
reaction time and coordination were
essential. I understand that’s the way
Timken operates,” says Dave.

Meanwhile, at the John Deere plant
in Waterloo, Iowa, Tim Draime was
busy becoming a member of the Deere
team.  “After one week, you wouldn’t
have known me from any other Deere
associate.  I had complete access to all
their systems.  It felt surreal. I didn’t
expect them to be so open with a
supplier,” says Tim. He says that
Waterloo’s manager of drivetrain B
operations, Dave DeVault, is a very
energetic, goal-oriented person. He
compared him to Canton Industrial
Bearing’s plant manager, Scott Pollock.

“Engineer Swapping”: Timken Trades to John Deere
Tim was amazed that Timken and
Deere have so many similarities. In
fact, the only real difference between
the businesses is the six-story building
Tim worked at in Iowa. “A lot of compa-
nies tend to be somewhat reactionary.
Deere and Timken are more introspec-
tive. They analyze everything carefully
before making a move. They plan for
the long term,” says Tim. While in Iowa,
Tim oversaw testing for substituting
plastic parts for steel ones. The major
objective of the test was to make sure
that “Deere green” would look the
same as it did on steel. However, when
applied to plastic, the “Deere green”
was just a shade lighter and deemed
unacceptable. Tim was impressed and
said that, “John Deere wants to be
certain you can tell a Deere tractor,
beyond a shadow of a doubt, from a
quarter-mile away. Just as you can
distinguish a Timken bearing when it’s
lined up on a shelf with other bearings,
and believe me, you can.”
